4. Carrier's name may be abbreviated in the ticket, the full name and its
abbreviation being set forth in carrier's applicable tariffs; carrier's address
shall be the airport of departure shown opposite the first abbreviation of
carrier's name in the ticket; the agreed stopping places are those places set
forth in this ticket or as shown in carrier's timetables as scheduled stopping
places on the passenger's route; carriage to be performed hereunder by
several successive carrier is regarded as a single operation.

5. An air carrier issuing a ticket for carriage over the lines of another air
carrier does so only as its agent.

6. Any exclusion or limitation of liability of carrier shall apply to and be for
the benefit of agents, servants and representatives of carrier and any
person whose aircraft is used by carrier for carriage and its agents,
servants and representatives.

Carrier may without notice substitute alternate carriers
or aircraft, and may alter or omit stopping places shown on the ticket in
case of necessity. Schedules are subject to change without notice. Carrier
assumes no responsibility for making connections.

10. Passenger shall comply with Government travel requirements, present
exit, entry and other required documents and arrive at airport by time fixed
by carrier or, if no time is fixed, early enough to complete departure
procedures.

11. No agent, servant or representative of carrier has authority to alter,
modify or waive any provision of this contract.

liability for fragile, perishable or valuable articles is governed by the Montreal
Convention or the General Conditions of Carriage. Further information may
be obtained from the carrier.

- SPECIAL NOTICE ON LIMIT OF LIABILITY

As to any claim arising out of death of or, wounding or other bodily injury
to, a passenger within the meaning of the Convention, AAR shall not avail
itself of any defense under Article 20 of the Warsaw Convention, nor
invoke the limitation of liability in Article 22 (1) of the Warsaw Convention
as amended at the Hague, 1955 with respect to that portion of such claim
which does not exceed 100,000 SDRs.
